Building and Grounds - Did You Know /  
Boiler Update 
Building and Grounds is expected to make a final decision on a 
contractor and meet with the Finance Committee to discuss the 
scope of work, our choice, and bids.  Moving forward, we hope to 
begin boiler demo and replacement in late April or early May to 
hopefully take advantage of the seasonal transition window of 
warmer, but not too hot, weather.  Michigan weather is  
unpredictable so we could experience warm or chilly times in the 
Sanctuary and other areas.   

Please note that, for your safety,  parts of the corridors near  
the boiler room and Stairway 021 will be off limits during the  
construction hours of 8A-4:30P M-F.  The entire  project is  
expected to take up to 3 months before it is completed. 

This is a very large and complex project and it will be completed in 
phases to minimize disruption to Church activities.  As we are 
nearing the cooling season, we will focus on what is known as the 
air handler so that portion of the system will be ready for cooling 
during the warmer weather. 

Building and Grounds will issue further updates as the  
project progresses.
