Congregational approval to secure a loan from the Presbytery Investment and Loan Program (PILP) of up to 
$325K, including contingency. 

Background:  One of FPCPôs 63-year-old boilers used to heat a portion of the church has failed and  
is irreparable due to lack of replacement parts.  By the grace of God, the second 63-year-old boiler has  
continued running through the coldest part of the year.  This boiler is also at risk of failure due to its age.   
Emergency replacements, associated repair and maintenance must be initiated in May of 2019 to be fully  
operational before the next heating season. 

Building and Grounds and Finance Committees held an informational Q&A session on Tuesday, April 
23 at 7:00 p.m. in Fellowship Hall to address questions from the FPCP congregation concerning  
equipment and financing.

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TODAY immediately after our 9:30 am worship service we are holding a congregational  
meeting in the Sanctuary for the purpose of voting on the following motion:   
 

THE MOTION:  Approve the acquisition of an energy efficiency loan 
from the Presbytery Investment and Loan Program (PILP) for the  
replacement of the boiler system of up to $325,000. Loan terms are 
for monthly loan payments of approximately $1,800 or $21,180  
annually for the next year based on a 20-year amortization schedule 
at 2.75%. 
 

BACKGROUND:  The Session approved a loan up to $325,000 to pay for the boiler replacements 
and any contingency costs.  Soon after that approval, an anonymous donor stepped forward to  
donate $26,000 towards the payment of that loan with the hope that others might follow suit and 
prayerfully consider donating to help reduce the burden of our congregational debt.  
 
Please note that we can pay down the loan at our discretion at any time without penalty.  
Therefore, any contribution received, even after receiving the loan, can be immediately applied to 
reduce the balance. Please also note that this type of loan can only be used for energy efficiency 
purposes and the church will only take loan advances sufficient to fix the boiler problem. 
 

We anticipate total energy cash credits from the utility companies of between $20,000 and 
$30,000 and these savings should cover the monthly loan payments over the next year. 
In the spring of 2020, a capital campaign is anticipated and the first monies received will 
pay off the remaining loan balance. In the meantime, we expect lower heating costs and fewer  
boiler repairs. 
 
For the past 184 years, our church has faithfully served God within the community of Plymouth.  
With your help, we seek to carry on our witness in this community for decades to come.  We thank 
God for the anonymous donor who has already given so generously and we thank God in advance 
for your support of our churchôs future.
