Building and Grounds ï Did You Know? 
 

Did you know that the Phase II HVAC upgrade project is nearly completed?  For the past few weeks, the contractor 
has been checking the equipment, programming software, removing tools and materials and preparing for the City  
of Plymouth building inspections.  As the contractors have completed their work, the Building and Grounds team  
immediately followed behind them to drywall, paint, replace lights, ceilings and clean up as best as we could.  On 
June 21st, Corporate Cleaning began the task of deep cleaning each room and preparing the building for use. 
 
God has clearly had His hand in our renovation project.  COVID-19 had dramatically changed how we worshiped 
and how lived our lives over the past 15 months.  This extended break, in what was our seven day a week church, 
turned out to be a blessing in disguise.   
 
FPCP achieved a highly enviable milestone.  This project was completed on time, on budget and there was little to 
no disruption to staff members during this time .  Even more incredible, our equipment and materials were ordered  
in December, delivered, and mostly installed prior to the unprecedented dramatic prices increases on equipment  
and materials followed by the labor shortages that began to surface in March of 2021.  Just as important, were also 
very blessed that our dedicated volunteers remained healthy throughout this time and we were able to show up in 
large enough numbers each week to complete our projects as planned while doing our part to assist with the HVAC 
project.
