Over a ten week period, on Wednesday mornings from September 15 through November 17, 
Women of the Word will study and discuss ñWith: Reimagining the Way You Relate to Godò  
by Skye Jethani.

¶ Life For God ï ñThe most significant life ... is the one expended accomplishing great things in Godôs serviceò  
¶ Life Under God ï ñSees God in simple cause-and-effect terms ï we obey his commands and he blesses our lives, our 
families, our nationò  

¶ Life With God ï ñGoal is not to use God, its goal is Godò
