Sunday School 2021-2022 
 

Beginning on September 12th, FPCP will be offering Sunday School for children from preschool (age three and  
potty trained) through 5th grade during the 9:30 worship hour only.  All children will begin in the worship service 
and will be dismissed to their classrooms after the Childrenôs Sermon.  Children may be picked up from their  
classrooms following the service.  The classes will be divided as follows: 

 
Preschool and Kindergarten - (Room 038) 
KidMin (1st through 3rd grades) - (Room 041) 
Club 45 (4th and 5th grades) - (Room 042) 

 
The curriculum that will be used is ñSimply Lovedò from Group Publishing which will combine stories from the Bible 
with some of the elements of Vacation Bible School that the kids love best.  On Communion Sundays (generally  
the first Sunday of each month) we will gather as a large group instead of dispersing to individual classrooms.  This 
will provide an opportunity for families wishing to commune together to do so, without children missing out on parts 
of the Sunday School curriculum.  For those choosing to attend Sunday School, it will be an opportunity to delve into 
holiday lessons, mission projects, music, arts and crafts and more.  Throughout the year, we do have select weeks 
that we will not be offering classes due to holiday schedules.  Please see the church calendar and make note of 
these dates. 

 
At this time, we are asking that all children who attend Sunday School, as well as the Sunday School teachers, to 
wear a mask while in the classroom.  We will continue to monitor changes in COVID numbers each month and will 
alter Sunday School programming as needed to address both increases and decreases in COVID numbers. 

 
We are hoping that we can continue ñas normalò with singing Sundays and the Childrenôs Christmas Pageant for 
2021.  The schedule will be emailed to church members as it becomes available.  If you are not a member of our 
church but would like to participate in either or both of these opportunities, please email DarleneMaginley@fpcp.net 
and we will provide you with the needed information.
