God wants to bless you beyond your ability 
to ask or imagine.ò He continues by ñthreading the needleò of the blessing from Genesis 
to Revelation. Batterson reminds readers that ñ... the blessing of God is more than a  
mystery to solve. Itôs a decision to make, a habit to form and a mindset to establish.ò  He 
also writes ñThe way we turn a blessing into a double blessing is by flipping the blessing. The secret of the 
double blessing is simply this: the way you get it is by giving it.ò

In 1920s Oklahoma, many members of the oil-wealthy Osage Nation were dying  
untimely and suspicious deaths.  The widespread crimes against the Osage and the 
inability to identify those responsible led to the establishment of what is now known as 
the FBI.  The focus is on one Osage woman, Mollie Burkhart whose family members 
were murdered one by one.  The author reveals cover-ups by authorities all the way 
up to the national level.
