When a pastor leaves, every congregation goes through a transition period.  A Self Study is one tool that assists the 
congregation to navigate this transition and a requirement that precedes the Pastoral Search process.  It is a process 
that prepares the way for the next chapter in the life of our church family that identifies who we are, who our neighbors 
are, and what God is calling us to become.   In accordance with rules of our denomination and approval of Session, a 
Self Study committee has been formed and has held its organizational meeting.  This process is expected to last  
approximately four months and is facilitated by the Presbytery of Detroit Committee on Ministry, Debbie Lennis, with 
assistance by Rev. Schaefer.
